Meet Bonnie Leon...

Storytelling has always been an
integral part of Bonnie Leon’s life.
From childhood, she cherished
the legends and family history
handed down through her Aleut
ancestors.

Throughout the ensuing years,
Bonnie dabbled at writing but
didn’t seriously consider becom-
ing a professional author. In-
stead, as a young woman, she
happily stepped into the full-time
profession of homemaker and
mother. Pollywog hunting, fin-
ger-painting, blackberry picking,
and creating fun messes in the
kitchen with her children are
some of her most precious and
irreplaceable memories.

When her youngest child was
nine years old, Bonnie decided it
was time to return to the work-
ing world. She took a position in

her hometown of Glide, Oregon,
working with the elderly and
handicapped.

Then on June 11, 1991, her world
was shattered when a log truck hit
the van she was driving. The ac-
cident left her unable to work,
and after months of rehabilitation
she was told by physicians that
she would never return to a nor-
mal life. Facing a daunting fight
to reclaim her life and feeling as
if she had nothing to offer the
world, she asked God to give her
something to do that mattered.

His answer came when she re-
ceived a scholarship to attend the
Oregon Christian Writer’s Sum-
mer Conference.

Cucumber Salad

2 medium cucumbers, peel and slice 1/4" thick
1/2 cup sour cream
1 tablespoon vinegar
1 tablespoon grated onion
Salt and pepper to taste

Prepare cucumbers. Combine dressing ingredients in bowl; stir in cucumbers. Serves 4.

Tuna Noodle Casserole

1 (6 1/2 ounce) can of your choice Tuna Fish
1 (10 1/2 ounce can of cream of celery or cream of mushroom soup
1 cup whole milk
I cup bread crumbs
8 oz. egg noodles
Cook noodles in salted water, drain and set aside.

Place tuna in a bowl and lightly separate. Stir in soup and milk.

Mix well with 3/4 cup of the bread crumbs. Stir in noodles.
Put in a greased baking dish. Sprinkle the remaining crumbs on top.
Bake at 375° F. for thirty minutes.
Note: Stir in leftover veggies if you like or frozen peas.

Green Bean Casserole

1 can cream of mushroom soup, 10 3/4 ounce
4 cups cooked green beans
1/8 teaspoon pepper
3/4 cup milk
1 1/3 cups fried onions
Mix soup, milk and pepper in a 1 1/2-quart casserole dish. Stir in beans and 2/3 cup of the fried
onions.
Bake for about 25 minutes at 350° F. Top with the remaining 2/3 cup fried onions and bake about
5 more minutes, until onions are lightly browned. Serves 6.

Baked Potato Casserole

5 large baking potatoes, cooked and diced
6 slices bacon, cooked and crumbled
1 lb. shredded cheddar cheese
1 pint sour cream
2 bunches green onions, chopped (sautéed in bacon grease)
Salt and pepper to taste

Mix all ingredients. Pour into casserole and bake 30 minutes at 325° F. Serves 6 - 8.

CB: Welcome Karen, to Writer’s
Block. Good to have you here.
First, let’s start off with a brief
introduction. Who is Karen
Michelle Nutt?

KMN:  I live with my husband of
twenty-three years, three fasci-
nating children, two dogs, Jack
and Shakespeare, and three cats
that have everyone well trained.  

My book Lost in the Mist of Time
was nominated by New Books
Review for 2006, Spotlight Best
Fantasy Book of the Year Award.
The Object of Romance Anthol-
ogy feature’s my novella, “Mr.
O’Grady’s Magic Box” and re-
ceived P&E’s Top Ten Readers
Award

I am a member of the Romance
Writers of America (RWA.) and
in my spare time, I review books
for PNR- Paranormal Romance
Reviews.  An avid reader of his-
tory, romance, and the paranor-
mal, I tend to combine the three
in my writings.  I enjoy traveling
around the world, old movies,
books, and the chance to weave a
tale.

CB: How did you get your start in
writing?

KMN:  As long as I can remember,
I’ve loved to write, scribbling
down my stories in notebooks. I
still have my earlier works, which
were mostly westerns and
paranormals. My girls have read
them and passed them along to
their friends, too. I also wrote
plays and my fifth grade teacher
let my friends and I perform them
for the class—quite a thrill for an
eleven year old.

Here are a few: Tease
Tarot Readers, Manic readers,
PNR groups, Coffee Time Chat-
ters, Rorr Chatters, and Paranor-
mal Monday.  Here you can talk
to other authors and promote
your books on the designated
days.  I pass out bookmarkers,
pins, and flyers. I have a website,
and a myspace for networking. I
create book trailers for my stories.
They’re fun and they give the
reader a new way to look at your
book.    
 
CB: What do you enjoy most
about writing?

KMN: I’m able to enter another
realm, create a world where any-
thing can happen.

CB: Explain the chain of events
leading you to various publishers:
 
KMN: With my first book, Lost in
the Mist of Time, I went in not
knowing a thing about publish-
ing, editing or promoting my
work.  I had no idea what POD or
mass market meant.  There were

some draw backs, but all in all the
experience was good for me.  I
met some wonderful people
online and learned the ins and
outs of the trade.
 
Object of Romance, I entered a
contest and my novella was cho-
sen to be one of the stories in the
anthology.  
 
At the moment, I’m working with
Tease Publishing for my
otherworldly romances.  They
had a call for their new Tarot line
and I submitted Destiny’s Pre-
rogative for the Lovers card and
A Twist of Fate for the World
card.  I like how close-knit the
publishing company is.  I’m in
direct contact with my editors
and the other authors are there if
you have questions.  Though they
are a small company, they help
with promoting my work and of-
fer suggestions.  It’s more person-
able.  
 
For my up coming short story, I’m
also working with Highland
Press, another small publishing
house.  I heard about them online
and took a look at their website.
Highland Press has a line of An-
thologies they put out yearly.  I
submitted my short story, The
Spirit of Love and they accepted
it for the Second Time Around
Anthology

CB: What advice can you offer to
aspiring writers who wish to be-
come published?

KMN: Make sure you thoroughly
check out the publishing house
you want to submit your work.
 Do they have an editor who ac-
tually looks at your work or do
they run it through a program?

 How many years will they have your story and will it revert back to
you when the contract is finished?  Do they help with promoting?

Join writers groups where you’ll find out the latest news by keeping
in touch with other writers. This is a great place to find out where
you want to submit your story.  Don’t be afraid to ask questions. You’ll
find most authors are willing to share what they know.  In return,
you can pass the information along.

CB: What do you like the most
about writing, the least, and why?

KS: The most is to bring pleasure
to others.  The least?  Probably
because I haven’t got more time!

CB: What one piece of advice
would you care to give aspiring
writers who are yet to be pub-
lished?

KS: Well, that also includes me,
too, since I am an aspiring writer!
I think the thing I would tell oth-
ers is to “put themselves” into the
story.  Make the characters like
them or from a personality of
someone they admire or love.

CB: Would you say that God is an
important part in your writing
and why?

KS: Oh by all means!  Without
HIM, I may be the one who does
not have my right mind to do any-
thing except sit in a wheelchair
and stare outside all day, and
have others tend to my needs.
Yes, HE is my all in all in life!

CB: How do you get your ideas for
your books?

KS: Mostly from the feelings I
have inside.  Like I told Jessica
one time, it is like a diver who just
“has to come up for air”!  I have
to get my ides on paper because
they are like bubbles bursting in-
side me!   Also, my own children
and grandies have inspired much
of Katie-Bear!

I worked with some transport
agency after leaving the filling
station for some good years while
at school & thank God because I
managed to take care of my fam-
ily with what I could afford
though I could not afford to meet
all the necessities because I had a
lot to take care of like paying our
school fees & requirements,
house rent bills, mom’s medical
bills, food etc & yet I didn’t have
enough money so sometimes we
could forego some other needs
because there was no money.
I further began working at an
internet café as a cleaner & after
sometime I got some experience
in computer services so I was pro-
moted because I used to impress
my boss because I was a good
worker, but I left the job because

of the poor working conditions at
work, very little payments & ha-
rassment by my Indian boss.
Thank lord because I successfully
completed Secondary school &
qualified for High School (Ad-
vanced Level of Education) as for
Uganda.

It was not easy for me to join High
School because it was so expen-
sive & I dint have money to pay
for my school as well as to up keep
my family so I joined very late &
it was so hard for me & I used to
work at school as a cleaner so part
of my school fees was paid by the
school management some one
person also contributed much to
my school.

So after my College I did some
Painting of my Art but unfortu-
nately some person cheated me as
she learned of my desire to join
College in the US. She promised
to sell my Art in the US to raise
money for ,my College so after the
sales she told me that she used up
the money & that she was not in
position to refund it and finally
she cut off her contacts .So I
didn’t benefit out of my Art so I
gave up with that & decided to
look for a job so I got another
internet café I was working at as
customer care attendant because
I had some idea & I could try to
fix the machines because my Boss
who had learned computers from
USA used to direct me on how to

I
desire so much to join university
in the US and I have tried several
times in vain, please keep me in
prayers.
