God has opened doors and
provided more than thirty contrib-
uting authors who have expressed
their stories of faith, patriotic po-
etry, and gripping experiences
with such generosity it has
humbled this author’s heart. | am
simply amazed at how these sto-
ries have all intertwined and fit to-
gether like a glove.

Secure the Fort encompasses all
branches of the military between
WWII and current day efforts. Let-
ters from war bring the heart of our
soldiers to the home front. Histori-
cal tidbits and famous quotes pro-
vide the reader with additional
heart-touching facts about our na-
tion and our military.

In the midst of writing Secure
the Fort, our family found approxi-
mately 100 letters from WWII.
These were written by my two
great-uncles to their parents.
These letters were stored in a little
fabric footstool for 60 years — a
stool that has been at my grand-
parents’ farm house all these years,
unopened. My sister discovered
them one day while cleaning. How
appropriate to find them at this
time! Portions of these letters are
now included in my writings. It
was an amazing journey to read
these historical artifacts

Secure the Fort has a timely
message for all Americans. We
need to remember and embrace
our nation’s religious heritage and
foundation of faith in God. While
we don’t want State to rule Church,
State needs Church. We need to re-
main under God and in His watch.

CB: You sent in your first
manuscript at age 13 and
it was rejected. Tell us
about that.

AG: Well, that’s sure a
scroll down memory lane.

When | was about eight
years old, a teacher gave
my oldest sister a ton of old

books.

Books with poems; books
with short stories; books
on historical events; books
involving political issues;
books discussing
multicultural views; books
on famous speeches; books
on stage plays; books on
medieval literature; books
on the Middle Age and the
Renaissance Era; books on
every kind of genre imag-
inable.

| read each and every one
of those books over and
over and over again. And,
when all of those books
were exhausted, | went to
my mother and said: “

There’s nothing else to
read in this house.” She
looked at me and replied:

“Well, start on the encyclo-

pedias.”

And, so | did. | read our en-
cyclopedia collection from
A to Z. And, when | was
done, | went to my mother
again. Her response: “All |
know to tell you now is to
start writing your own

books.” | took it literally.

While all the children

where outside playing in
the summer from s un up
to sun down, most of my
days were spent reading,
writing and more writing.
By the time | was twelve
years old and in the sev-
enth grade, a former
teacher, Mrs. Deloris
Swims said to me: “ Alice,
you have a talent in writ-
ing. Do you know that?”
She would submit my writ-
ings to our junior high/
high school newspaper
and encourage me to enter
writing contests.

By age thirteen, | felt | was
ready to see MY name on
the cover of a book like all
those other books | had
read. So, | gathered the ad-
dress from the copyright

page of one of my favorite
books which was pub-
lished by a major publish-

ing company (I didn’t

know it was major at that

time) and mailed in the

manuscript to Bantam

Books, an imprint of Ran-

dom House (I didn’t know

that either then).

Time passed and | received
THE most beautiful rejec-
tion letter ever. | had writ-
ten and mailed in the
manuscript in longhand.
The letter stated that once
| was older and had
learned the format enough
to attract an agent to rep-
resent me and my literary
works, they would be
happy to consider them.
I'll forever remember that

letter advising me to never
give up on my dream. And,
that | had potential.

CB: Was your book, Dear
Mr. President, Please Send
My Daddy Home, inspired

by one of your own
daughter’s and if not, how
did the idea for the book
come about?

AG: My husband is an
Army Sergeant who is full
time active duty (not over-
seas though), but miles
away from home. During
the initial activation, he
did not come home on a
regular basis. My oldest
daughter, then seven years
old was missing him tre-
mendously. Combined
with that and the stories
my husband would tell me
about soldiers telling him
how their children were
missing them and all the
things they were missing
out on being away from
home. Instantly, a light
bulb came on to compile
stories about children
missing their military par-
ents. Then, | felt | just
wanted to simplify it and
create a short picture book
of a child writing a letter
to the President of the
United States pleading
with him to send all the
soldiers home.

Suddenly, | realized that
the letter would be coming
from an eight year old
child and to make it as

simple as possible- clear
and to the point. After re-
vising, | decided that the
child would write the let-
ter describing to the Presi-
dent all the things her dad
missed while being away
from home. So, the book
was inspired by both my
oldest daughter and my
husband’s stories of other
soldiers.

CB: You are currently
working on a series of
children’s books. Tell us
about those.

AG: My goal is to complete
stories to thirty (30) out-
lines | have created for
books reflecting everyday
thoughts, dreams, feelings
and world views of chil-
dren in gleeful/delightful
experiences. And, once I've
completed that, | would
like to continue developing
a series of children stories
(8 books) featuring a main
character | wish not to
speak any further on. |
hope you can understand
that.

CB: Many do not know
that your book was illus-
trated by a young boy and
not a professional. Tell us
how this came about and a
little about the boy you
chose to do the illustra-
tions and why.

AG: So, | had the story
written for “Dear Mr.

President, Please Send My
Daddy Home”, However,

the pictures were sitting
there stuck in my head. |
felt it couldn’t be a com-
plete story without the pic-
tures. After all, it is a pic-
ture book. | knew of a
young boy who lived in the
neighborhood | grew up.
Everyone talked of how
great his drawings were.

Carter Montrell Johnson,

who was in the tenth grade
at the time and who is also
from Greenwood, MS
agreed to do the illustra-
tions for me. Montrell

draws for recreation. He
told me that someday he
hopes to design new model
cars after he graduate from
an architectural college.

CB: Will your future books
also be illustrated?

AG: Yes, the next thirty
will be picture books as
well. The last eight will
have some illustrations,
but mostly text.

CB: Have you already or
will you try to get your

book into some elementary
schools and if so, how do
you plan to go about that?

AG: I'm hoping that the el-
ementary schools I'm tar-
geting would be highly re-
ceptive of the book’s con
tents. | plan on contacting
them directly through each
superintendent’s adminis-
tration.

CB: What inspired you to
try writing again?

AG: Throughout most of
my life, 1 would write off
and on, but | abandoned
writing completely during
my college years. How-
ever, what has inspired me
to maintain a continuous
flow for one, would be my
children. My oldest is just
ecstatic that her mom is a
published author.

Another inspiration would
be the deep desire of want-
ing my voice heard and
getting my messages
across in  creating
storylines with long lasting
effects that would be ben-
eficial and inspirational to
our youth to be the best
they can be. The children
ARE our future. And last,
but not least, it doesn’t
hurt to have a friend who
is also a writer that encour-
ages and cheers me on.

CB: Are you planning on
trying your hand writing in
any other genres and if so,
which ones and why.

AG: Most definitely, | am
planning to pursue other
genres. One in particular is
young adult fiction. So
many of our youth are in
search of guidance. | want
to write stories that will in-
spire them to move for-
ward in a positive way with
their lives. | want to write
stories that will encourage
them. | want to write sto-
ries that will compel them.
| want to write stories that
will challenge them. | want
to write stories that shows



them that there are others
going through experiences
like their own.

And stories that will show

them that being young is

beautiful and advanta-

geous. So many of our
youth today want to grow

up too fast.. getting in-

volved in addictive sub-

stances and creating ateen
pregnancy crisis. | want to

write stories that demon-

strate to them that it is

wonderful to be young,

carefree and without un-

necessary added pres-
sures.

CB: For those aspiring yet
unpublished writers out
there, tell us how you
chose your publisher and
why.

AG: For awhile, | had been
surfing the internet in

search of writing forums.

I came across
PublishAmerica’s website.
| read the entire site and
watched their message
board for months reading

the posts of their authors.
Authors who were thrilled

to be apart of the
publisher’'s family. Those
posts that interested me, |
would click on the author’s

websites and read about
them and their books. |

wanted to submit, but was
unsure because of the
negative websites out there
designed to bash
PublishAmerica business
ethics.

Close to Christmas of
2006, an author post a
message giving valuable
advice to a new author.
Then, on another day, that
same author presented all
authors with an opportu-
nity to advertise their
books on her website. |
thought to myself: “ Oh,
how sweet of her.” | clicked
on her website and read
her bio, book synopsis and
instantly, but nervously,
decided to email her ask-
ing her advice on my sub-
mitting to her publisher.
She was absolutely won-
derful in her response as
well as her demeanor. Yes,
her demeanor, | felt it
through a simple email.

From there, a friendship
was born. She has been my
mentor throughout this
entire process- from sub-
mitting “Dear Mr. Presi-
dent, Please Send My
Daddy Home” to where |
am now- sending out press
releases, creating flyers,
bookmarks, and business
cards to developing other
marketing strategies. And,
to top all that off with be-
ing featured in her March
newsletter. Of course, that
was you, Cindy Bauer,
Christian Author of the be-
loved trilogy: Chasing
Memories, Shades of Blue,
and soon to come, Crystal
Clear. As well as creator of
an enjoyable newsletter:
Writer’'s Block.

| would suggest to aspiring

writers to submit to
PublishAmerica. This is a
publisher that is open to
unknown writers. There
are no charges for services
of publishing your book.
And, | have found them to
be honorable.

CB: Did the young boy who
did your illustrations do
the cover art as well, or was
that done by your pub-
lisher?

AG: Yes, Carter Montrell
Johnson did the cover art
as well.

CB: Any advice you would
like to give to others who
might be trying to get pub-
lished?

AG: The same advice Ban-
tam Books gave me so long
ago: “Never give up on your
dreams.” Also, my advice
would be to find a circle of
people with your same in-
terests. Create a network of
positives. If you hang
around a carpenter build-
ing things all the time, it is
possible that you would
start building an interest in
building things as well. So,
if writing is what your heart
desires, find a network of
people who are writers and
start building your dream
today. Remember, writing
can be recreational, but I've
found that revising is bet-
ter. The more you revise
your work, the stronger
your plot and characters
become.

things! My goal is to learn
how to tole paint. | also en-
joy reading, hiking, camping,
singing and playing the flute
and piano. My husband and
| enjoy working jigsaw
puzzles together on cold win-
ter days.

CB: You like 1800’s period
Christian Fiction. What is
your favorite book in that
genre and why?

LC: | enjoy series books and
just finished “Summer in the
Midnight Sun” by Tracie
Peterson, the first of the
Alaskan Quest series (year
1915). Prior to this | com-
pleted her Yukon Quest se-
ries. Why? | have always
been drawn to that earlier
period. It started with Little
House on the Prairie books
for me as a child and has con-
tinued ever since. | guess you
could say those books (and
subsequent television series
of shows) were the beginning
of my love for that time pe-
riod setting. | love history. |
am not only entertained or
touched by what | read, but |
learn something culturally
and historically in the pro-
cess. Since | love the out-
doors, these books’ settings
are places of interest for me
as well.

CB: Your books reflect your
own personal beliefs and
ministries. Besides your son
being in the armed forces, do
you have a long family his-
tory of service men and
women?

LC: Yes, | do! My father
served as an instrument spe-
cialist for the Air Force dur-
ing the Korean War. His
brother was also Air Force. |
have three great-uncles who
were in WWII, and one was
a POW. Two of my mother’s
brothers were in the service.
One was in WWII and the
other participated in several
tours of Vietnam. | also have
two cousins who were in the
Marines. | also have another
family member who was an
Army Nurse in WWII.

CB: I see that Ann FitzHenry
wrote a story for your book,
Secure the Fort. Briefly tell
us about your book.

LC: I wrote a poem called “Gl
Joes and Army Men” the day
| watched my son step on the
plane heading for Fort Jack-
son, SC’s Army Basic Train-
ing. He came to us as mid-
night one night saying God
simply would not let him rest
until he joined up. He knew
this was what God was lead-
ing him to do, and he left just
two short weeks later. He
signed up for 8 years. We
have six years of service to
go. That poem led to other
writings - which led to other
ideas to bring more stories of
faith by other service fami-
lies into the picture! It was a
series of events that was
nothing short of mind bog-
gling and humbling. I met
many incredible people and
was deeply touched by the
stories they generously pro-
vided for my book. | felt so
honored to hold this book in

hand when it was done! This
was for them...the ones who
served. The book spans in
time from WWII to current
day efforts. Bottom line mes-
sage? Our country needs to
be one that remains “under
God!” Our country was
founded on faith in Him, and
it saddens me deeply to think
that our country is heading
further and further away
from God in times that we
need Him the most. (I hope
to write future volumes of
“Secure the Fort.” | have
some ideas rolling around in
my head.)

CB:How did the Gold Medal
Award Winner for Best An-
thology from the Military
Writers Society of America
come about? Did you submit
your book to them?

LC: | joined MWSA shortly
after “Secure the Fort” was
released and submitted a
book to them for review be-
cause they post reviews on
their website. | was deeply
honored to receive this
award and was able to attend
the awards banquet in
Branson, MO this past No-
vember. While receiving the
award was truly an exciting
moment, the most memo-
rable experience for me was
meeting our incredible mili-
tary veterans and hearing
their stories, and learning
about their books.

CB: | see your son is in the
military. Any other children
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and if so, are they also en-
listed?

LC: No. | have a daughter
though who is her brother’'s

“cheering section!” She has
decals and stickers on her car
in support of her Army

brother. One of my favorites

is the one that says, “I love
my soldier!”

CB: Any parting advice you
would like to give to other
aspiring authors as to choos-
ing a genre as passionate as
yours has been for you?

LC: Listen to God’s lead.
Don’t jump out ahead of
Him. “Be still and know that

| am God!” Take time to be
still. Pray for guidance, di-
rection, and for things to
happen in HIS time. | simply
don’t have the money to
travel, speak and promote
this book. | have to rely on
God to open many of the
doors He wants opened for
its ministry. If you feel a defi-
nite call to write, He will lead
you to what you are to write
about. It never ceases to
amaze me how He uses all of
us Christian writers in so
many different ways and
genres. But all ways should
point back to Him! Hence the
name of my writing
ministry...All Glory Is His!

Recipes

As some of you might already know, | have added a recipe page to my website. | contribute
my own recipes to the Let's Get Cookin’ page, published weekly at The Clinton Daily Demo-
crat newspaper where | am employed. Each month | will feature a few of those recipes here
as well. So enjoy! And let’s get cookin’!

APPLE CRISP

4 cups thickly sliced tart apples, pared or unpared
2 Tbsp. freshly squeezed lemon juice

1/4 cup water

cinnamon

nutmeg

3/4 cup flour

1/4 cup brown sugar

1/4 cup white sugar

1/2 cup butter

Preheat oven to 350 degrees. Spread apples in a buttered, shallow 1 1/2-gt baking dish.
Combine lemon juice and water and pour over apples. Sprinkle generously with cinnamon
and lightly with nutmeg. Combine flour, both sugars and the butter in a bowl, using a
pastry blender or your fingers, until crumbly. Spread over apples. Bake 50 to 60 minutes
or until apples are tender and topping is crisply browned. Serve warm with cream or ice
cream. Makes 6 servings

MISSISSIPPI MUD CAKE

Cake:
- 2 sticks margarine

1 1/2 cups flour

1/2 cup cocoa

2 cups sugar

1/2 tsp. salt

4 eggs

1 1/2 tsp. vanilla

1 bag mini-marshmallows (or 1 jar Marshmallow Creme)
- nuts (optional)

Frosting:
-1 stick margarine

1/3 cup cocoa

1 Thbsp. white syrup

1 oz. powdered sugar

1/4 cup flour

1 tsp. vanilla

1/3 cup milk

Cake: Melt margarine and add cocoa; mix well and cool. Add eggs and dry ingredients. Add
vanilla and beat well. Add nuts and bake 20 minutes at 350 degrees. Remove from oven
and cover top with marshmallows and return to oven to melt. Pour frosting over top as
soon as marshmallows are melted.

Frosting: blend all ingredients until smooth and frost cake.
